has recommended anti-
dumping duty of up to $243
per tonne on import of Chi-
nese glass used in home appli-
ances with a view to guard
domestic players from cheap
inbound shipments from the
neighbouring country.

The finance ministry will
take a final decision on impos-
ing the duty.

Following a complaint by
a domestic player, the com-
merce ministry's investiga-
tion arm Directorate General
of Trade Remedies (DGTR)

JUSTDAYS BEFORE Prime Min-
ister Justin Trudeau arrives in
New Delhi forthe G20 Summit,
Canada has asked India for a
pause in negotiations on the
free trade agreement.

Canada’s decision totakea
pause in negotiations has
been conveyed to the Indian
side.“This (pause) will enable
both sides to take stock of the
negotiations so farand decide
on next steps,”an official said
on Saturday.

“The resumption (of talks)
would be decided mutuallyat
alater date”

No reason was given for
the pause, the official added.

Trade aside, political rela-
tions between India and
Canada have taken a down-
turn in the past few months
due to activities of some of
the extremists of Indian ori-
gin against India’s interests.
There have been attacks on
Indian consulates and posters
appeared in Canada with pic-
tures of Indian diplomats
while making several allega-
tions against them.

The pause in negotiations
on a trade agreement after

nine rounds comes as a sur-
prise as public statements
from officials have been
about the rapid progress
being made on bringing both
sides ona common ground on
policy areas that would be
covered by FTAs.

Work onvarious tracks are
on-going to complete negoti-
ations as soon as possible to
achieve mutually beneficial
outcomes, an Indian official
had saidjustafortnight back.

“Halting of India-Canada
FTA negotiations does not
harm Indian trade interests
as more than half of Indian
products already enter
Canada duty-free and would
not have benefitted from the
FTA. Indian services sector
firms in hospital or education
sectors are not globalised
enough to establish physical

business in Canada,” founder
of Global Trade RResearch
Initiative Ajay Srivastava said.

He said stopping the FTA
may harm Canadian exports,
which would have benefitted
from the crumbling of the
high tariff wall in India.

Thenegotiations ona Com-
prehensive Economic Partner-
ship Agreement with Canada
were started in 2010 but could
not make much progress.

The negotiations were
relaunched in March 2022.
While discussions on the
comprehensive trade agree-
ment were on,both sideswere
also discussing an interim
agreement with a limited
scope which they named as -
Early Progress Trade Agree-
ment (EPTA).

THE GOVERNMENT HAS
reduced the special addi-
tional excise duty (SAED), or
windfall tax, on domestically
produced crude oil to 36,700
per tonne from 7,100 per
tonne with effect from Satur-
day, as per a finance ministry
notification late on Friday.

The central board of indi-
rect taxes and customs (CBIC),
under finance ministry, also
revised the export duties on
diesel and aviation turbine
fuel (ATF) in its fortnightly
review. Export duty on diesel
has been raised to ¥6 from
X5.50 per litre.

The duty onjet fuel or ATF
has been doubled to ¥4 from
X2 per litre.
